PERSONAL APPEARANCE


FOR PERSONNEL IN STREET CLOTHES
Policy Number:  PS-09

Objective:
To promote a professional appearance for those members of patient care services who report to work in street clothes.

Scope:
Patient care services employee attire is evaluated at the discretion of the unit Manager.

Policy:
In order to promote a professional appearance that lends credibility and respect to the institution, the following criteria are initiated:

1.
Professional attire is expected:


Appropriate underclothing is required.

Pants should be ankle length.

· Skirts knee length or longer.

Clothing should be neat, clean and fit appropriately without midriff or cleavage showing.

Hosiery or socks are required.

· Closed-toe, clean shoes with back strap or regular shoes are required. The “Crocs” or other rubber clogs with openings on the top or sides do not meet infection control standards and are not acceptable in any patient care setting.
2.
Jewelry should be conservative and simple.  No facial piercing jewelry allowed.

3.
Hair should be neat, clean and professional in appearance.

4.
Nails should be no longer than ¼ inch from the tip of the finger, clean and professional in appearance.
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
